2008 MATAMOROS MISSION 
    The mission team returned last weekend after a 

very meaningful experience of service to and rela-

tionship-building with people living in two colonias 

on the outskirts of Matamoros. Derechos Humanos 

is the community, built on top of a garbage dump, 

where FCC teams have worked for the last several years. Santa Maria, a new but similar com-

munity of mostly unemployed and underserved families, is the site of a new two-room school 

for supplemental education in Santa Maria, where the children may go to public school for 

half days, if at all. The FCC mission team worked side-by-side with skilled Mexican nation-

als to construct the school.  
    On behalf of the team, we give thanks to God and to the congregation for prayers and fi-

nancial support for our mission. As often happens, we were served by the generous and hospi-

table people whom we set out to serve in the name of Jesus.
